They will also be helping to launch ministries on several cam-
puses here in the Chicago. I am the financial and operations
director for the project.

That students on the Chicago
Summer Project would easily be able to
find jobs that are compatible with our
project schedule.

As our students go various
places for their summer that God would
protect them and help them to maintain
their walk with him over the summer.

20 of our students from Chicago will be investing their
summer on a Summer Missions Project this summer. They
will be going a variety of different places from Colorado or
Virginia Beach to Rome Italy.

A few weeks ago, after a concert outreach put on by a
band (see right) from CCC’s music ministry, Beth Ann, the
newest member of our staff team, shared her faith with a stu-
dent at the Illinois Institute of Art named Rebecca and she
chose to put her faith in Christ. Since then she’s been attend-
ing the Campus Crusade meetings at the school and has been
going to church with Beth Ann every Sunday.
