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How is it that a movement on campus gets started?  A great example just happened to 
us here in Chicago at the International Academy of Design and Technology (IADT).  My 
teammate Abe and I were sitting at our office after a staff meeting last week when Abe got a 
call on his cell phone.  It was a student named Joel, who had just moved from Miami up to 
Chicago to go to school at IADT.  A friend of his from high school is involved in our move-
ment at the School of the Art institute here.  When he visited one of their meetings he liked 
what he saw and wanted to start something at his school.  Nobody on our team had ever 
heard of IADT, so Abe and I went downtown and met Joel.  We were impressed with his 
heart and his willingness to take the initiative.  We challenged him to investigate what it 
would take to register as a student organization.  A few days later we received another call 
from Joel.  He explained that when he went in to meet with the lady in charge of student 
groups he was very nervous.  He told her that he wanted to start a new group.  She asked him 
what the group was he started to draw a blank on the name, and then suddenly blurted out, 
�Campus Crusade for Christ�, to which she replied, �Praise the Lord�.  She went on to ex-
plain to him that she had been praying that a Christian group would get started on campus 
but could not do anything about it because it had to be initiated by students.  Abe and I are 
very excited to work with Joel and get things started at IADT.

I have been assigned to these 5 campuses to work on this semester: 
 
1) University of Illinois at Chicago � This is Chicago�s largest 

campus.  We have not had very good student leaders in the past 
and so consequentially we�re pretty much starting from scratch.  
We do however have some students from Moody Bible insti-
tute helping us out. 

2) University of Chicago � This is an Ivy League level school that 
already has an established Crusade Group.  My main task there 
will be to raise up some more men. 

3) IADT� See above 
4) DePaul University-  This is a large school where we are once 

again starting from scratch.  One of the challenging things at 
DePaul is that it is spread out over 5 separate campuses 

5) North Park-  This is a Christian School.  The challenge there 
will be to give students there a vision  for reaching students at 
other area Colleges and Universities.
